Dress Guidelines

We ask everyone to abide by the general guideline of clothing covering from the "neck to the
knees and is loose." Loose, knee-length shorts, loose-fitting slacks/jeans/pants are acceptable;
ladies: also, casual skirts or dresses. (CoBeAc does not view leggings/jeggings as appropriate
outerwear; if worn, please layer under other knee length attire). Shirts must have sleeves: no
tank tops or spaghetti strap tops should be worn.
